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Buses with front and rear doors (Olden days).
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b. Present day buses only with front door and no rear door and without emergency windows due to

which if any fire takes place in the front portion, passengers in the rear side die in large numbers
since there is no escape route/emergency window.
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C. Suggested bus construction with only front door but with two emergency windows in the rear (on

the both sides) and one emergency window in the rear body panel. Conductors should brief the
passengers regarding the availability of emergency windows.

Note : Before the commencement of journey, The conductor should brief the passengers
regarding the existing emergency windows to escape in emergencies.
